


In position 0 and 1 the RC-Cornet ® 
produces small, continual waves 
which are put on a pressure plateau 
of over 10 cm H2O.

In position 3 and 4 the RC-Cornet® 
produces a slowly increasing pres-
sure that then abruptly drops off. 

Two therapies in one device

2. Dynamic PEP 
(Secretion mobilization)

This therapy expands and stabilizes even the smallest areas of 
the respiratory tract (alveoli) and allows trapped air to escape 
again. Hereby reducing shortness of breath and coughing. This 
mode of operation is called combined PEP.

Through the abrupt pressure drop the RC-Cornet® liquefies 
and ideally carries away viscous bronchial mucus. This is 
comparable to a continually surging wave that develops its 
maximal power at the apex and then pushes everything in front 
of it on its way. This mode of operation is called dynamic PEP.
